2. Subject, Scope, and Duration:
Subject: Granting a concession for suburban passenger transport in the territory of Srbobran.
Duration: 10 years.
Scope: As specified in the tender documentation.

3. Submission of Bids
Deadline: 52 days from the date of publication in the "Official Gazette of the RS" and the Public Procurement Portal, ending on the 53rd day at 11:00 AM.
Language: Bids must be in Serbian; the procedure is conducted in Serbian.
Submission Method: Via the Public Procurement Portal, with bid security guarantee delivered to the seat of the contracting authority.

4. Eligibility Requirements (Personal, Professional, Technical, and Financial)
License: Must hold a valid license for scheduled passenger transport (proven by a copy of the license from the Ministry of Construction, Transport, and Infrastructure).
This criterion is proven by a copy of the license issued by the Ministry of Construction, Transport and Infrastructure.

Financial Standing: No net loss in the previous three years; minimum credit scoring of "BB" for period of at least 3 years within the last 5 years (proven by income statements for 2023, 2024, 2025 and APR scoring document).
This criterion is proven by: income statements for the years 2023, 2024, and 2025, and the Scoring document issued by the Business Registers Agency.

Experience: Continuous performance of public transport in three local self-government unit for period of at least 3 years within the last 5 years, with a minimum 99% realization of scheduled departures.
This criterion is proven by submitting: a list of relevant services provided, including data on execution periods, names of service users/reference clients, subjects of the services, and data on the percentage of completed scheduled departures; copies of certificates from reference clients, including data on execution periods and names of service users/reference clients.

Human Resources: Minimum staff requirements include: 2 Graduated Traffic Engineers (one with a professional management certificate), 1 Mechanical Engineer, 10 Bus Drivers, and 5 Additional staff (ticket sellers, controllers, cleaners, etc).
"This criterion is proven by submitting copies of M-forms (health insurance registration forms) or employment/engagement contracts, and copies of evidence: certificates of professional competence; university degrees for transport and mechanical engineers; and driving licenses for bus drivers."

Technical Assets: At least 9 vehicles for public transport, average age up to 10 years (mimimum 2010 model). At least 2  vehicles  must be wheelchair accessible. Min 50% of vehicles  must be power by electric/CNG/hybrid. Specific vehicle classes: 3x Class I/CE 3x Class II/LA, and 3x Class E/LA. Equipment for CNG: Mobile compressor unit (min 75 kW, max5 years old) and a  semi- trailer for CNG transport (min 5000 kg capacity).

a) vehicle registration certificates and printouts of read registration certificates where the bidder is registered as the owner or user of the vehicle;
b) photocopies of lease/leasing agreements, if the bidder is a user of the vehicle;

This criterion is proven by submitting copies of valid certificates issued by a certification body.

The decision on the selection or suspension of the procedure will be made within a maximum of 60 days from the bid submission deadline.

7. Protection of Rights (Appeals)
Authority: Republic Commission for the Protection of Rights in Public Procurement Procedures (Nemanjina 22-26, Belgrade).
Method: Appeals are submitted via the Public Procurement Portal.
Deadlines: Generally within 10 days of the decision publication; however, challenges to the public call or tender docs must be received at least 3 days before the bid submission deadline.
